AN ACT

To amend an Act creating a new charter for the City of Clarkston, approved April 21, 1967
(Ga. L. 1967, p. 3391}, as amended, so as ta provide for certain powers of the mayor; o
provide for the election and terma of the mayor and councilmembers; to provide for the
appointment of a city manager, qualifications, compensation, removal, vacaney, powers, and
council interference; to provide for submission for preclearance under Section § of the
federal Voting Rights Act of 1965, as amendsd; to repeal conflicting laws; and for ather
purposes.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF GEORGIA:

EECTION 1.
An Act creating a new charter for the City of Clarkston, approved April 21, 1967 (Ga. L.
1967, p. 3391), as amended, iz amended by revising Section 2.03 as follows:

"SECTION 2.03.
Mayor as presiding officer,

The mayor sha'l preside at meetings of the council, shall have & vote in case of 2 tie in iy
vote of the city council, and shall have veto power; the mayor shall have five days after
meetings of the cooncil in which to file with the clerk in writing his dissent, but the
councilmembers may pass the ordinance, order, or resolution, notwithstanding the veto, by
a vole oftwo-thirds of the councilmembers, tobe taken by ayes and nays, and entered upon
the minutes; shail be the ceremonial head of tke city, shall sign ordinances and resolutions
on their final passage; shall sign deeds, bonds, and contracts when awthorized by the
council to do so; shall be the officer to aceept process against the city, and shall perform
other duties imposed by this Act and by ordinances not inconsistent with this Act*

; SECTION 2,
Said Act is further amended by revising Sectior 2.01 as follows:

"SECTION 2.01.
Election of Mayor and Councilmembers.
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The person serving as mayor and the councilmembers serving on the effeciive date of this
section shall continue to serve for the remainder of thedr terms and until their successors
are duly elecied and qualified, On the Tuesday next following the first Monday in 2011,
and quadrennially thereafter, there shall be an election 1o eleet the successors to the three
councimembers whose terms expire at the end of that year. On the Tuesday next
following the frst Mondeay in 2013, and dquadrenniaily thereafter, there zhal be an slection
to elect the mayor and the successors to the three councilmembers whose terms expire at
the end of thal year. The candidate for Mmayor receiving a majority of votes cast shall be
elected mayor. The candidates for councilmembers receiving the greatest, sscond greatest,
and third greatest number of votes cast for councilmembers shall be elecied. Elections
shall be conducted in aceordancs with Chapler 2 of Title 21, the Georgia Election Code,”

SECTION 3.
Said Act is further amended by repealing in its entirety Section 2,09,

SECTION 4.
Said Act is further amended by revising Section 3.02 a3 follows:

"SECTION 3.02.
City manager; appointment: qualifications; compensation;
removal; vacancy, powers' council interference,

(a) The city council shall appoint a city manager for an indefinite term and shall Sx the
city manager's compensation. The city manager shail be dppointed solely on the hagis of
that person's exceutive and administrative qualifications.
(b} The city manager is employed and termingble pursuznt to the terms of a written
employment coatract to be entered into betwesn (he city and the city managsr.
() The mayor shall exercize the powers and perform the duties of city manager during the
city manager's trnporary absence or physical or mental disability.
(d) The city manager shall be the chief executive and adeinistrative officer of the city,
The city manager shall be responsible to the city couneil for the administration of all city
affairs placed in the city manager's charge by or under this charter. As the chief executive
and administrative officer, the city manager skall:
(1) Appoint and, when the eity manager deems il necessary for the good of the cily,
suspend or remove all city emplovess and adminiztrative officers the city manager
appoints, except a3 stherwise provided by law or personnel ordinances adopted pursuant
to this charter. The city manager may authortze any administrative officer wao is subject
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to the city manager's direction and supervision to exercise these powers with respect to
subordinates in that officer's u:_]:pm-hnm'r, office, or agency:
(2) Direct and supervise the administration of afl depariments, offices, and agencies of
the city, except for the chief of police und the podice department and as otherwise
provided by this charter or by law;
{3} Attend all ity council mectings, except for closed meetings held for the purposes of
de[ih:mﬁngmﬂmappuimt.di&niph&u, or removal of the city manager, and have the
rght to take part in discussion, but the ity manager may not vote; :
(4) See that all laws, provisions of this chasles, and acts of the eity council, subject to
enforcement by the city manager of by officers subject to the city manager's direction and
supervision, are Dthfilly execoted:
(3} Prepare and submit the annual operiting budget and capital budzet to the city
counecil;
(6) Bubmit to the city council and make avallable to the public a completz report on the
finances and administrative activities of the city a5 of the end of each fiscal year;
(7} Make such other reports as the city council may require concerning the operations
of city departments, offices, and agencies subject to the cify manzger's direction and
supervision;
(8) Keep the city council fully advised as to the financial condition and fiture nesds of -
e city, and make such recommendations to the city council concerming the affairs of the
city as the cily manager deems desirable; and
(%) Perform other such duties as are specified in this charter or as may be rquired by the
city coungil.
(¢) Except for the purpose of inquiries and investigations, the mayor and members of the
eity council shall deal with city officers and employees who are subiect to the direction and
supervision of the city manager solely through the city manager, and neither the city
ceuncil nor its members shall give orders to zny such officer or employes, either publicly
or privately,”

SECTION 5.
The goveming anthority of the City of Clarksten shall cause, through its legal counsel, this
Act to be submitted for preclearance under Section 3 of the federal Voting Rights Act of
1963, as amended, within 45 days after the date on which this Act is approved by the
Governor or otherwise becomes law without such approval.

SECTION 6.
All laws and parts of laws in conflict with this Act are repealed. APPHOVED
